DESCRIPTION AND RESPONSIBILITIES

WHAT IS THE JUNIOR FAIR BOARD?

The Junior Fair Board of the 44th District Agricultural Association is a youth-oriented program designed for the youth of the County of Colusa consisting of representatives from each of the five public high schools: Arbuckle, Colusa, Maxwell, Princeton, and Williams.

WHO CAN APPLY FOR THE JUNIOR FAIR BOARD?

Any student who will be a Junior during the 2011-2012 school year, and is regularly attending one of the five public high schools in Colusa County is eligible to serve on the Junior Fair Board.

Members serve a term of two years.  Applicants DO NOT have to be involved in 4-H or FFA to serve as a member of the Junior Fair Board.  We would like to comprise the membership of the Board to include a variety of individuals from different backgrounds.

WHAT IS EXPECTED OF JUNIOR FAIR BOARD MEMBERS?

Junior Fair Board Members are expected to attend one Junior Fair Board meeting each month throughout the year, and serve on at least three standing committees prior to the Colusa County Fair.

Unexcused absences from three monthly meetings will result in termination of appointment.  During the Fair, members will be expected to assist with Fair activities, as well as fulfill their committee responsibilities.  Members are also expected to assist with Santa Photos at the Colusa Holiday Fair and Commodity Bag Distribution at the Colusa Farm Show.
