FOOD CONCESSION HANDBOOK

As a selected Food Concessionaire for the annual 2010, the following is our Food Concession Policies.

CONTRACTS:

The Rental Rate for Food Concessions is $350 deposit or 20% of your Gross Receipts minus sales tax whichever amount is greater.

Your contract is due by_______________.  You must return the following with your contract:

1. Menu and Prices

2. Servsafe Certificate – Current

3. Copy of Resale License

4. General Liability Insurance Certificate

5. Minimum Standardized Soda Drink Prices as follows:  a.  16 oz. = $ 2.00

                            Water Prices as follows:  d.  16 oz. = $ 2.00

7. RV Request Form with your Total RV Fees

Please complete the RV Reservation Request so that we may confirm your reservation for the Fair.  Prices for RV’s and Stock Trucks are as follows:


RV or Travel Trailer = $20 per vehicle per day


Stock Trucks, with power = $10 per vehicle per day (No Living Quarters)


Dry Storage, No Power = Free

Parking is at the discretion of Fair Management.

ELECTRICAL:

The first 50 amps is part of the Contract, the second 50 amps is additional $50.00 for the week, but must be requested ahead of time.  If you do not request the additional 50 amps ahead of time and you are caught you will be fined $250.00 for each incident.
PAYMENT TERMS:

All RV and Stock Truck fees are due payable at time of reservation.  Space deposit is required to be received with signed contract.  Final payment for the 20% must be made by Sunday, which is the last night of the Fair.  If you need other arrangements, please contact the Food Concession Auditors.

Your food stand must be open when the fair opens, and must remain open until the Fair closes.
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You will receive two-four day credentials and one on-grounds vehicle pass per vendor.  The vehicle pass allows you to use the 8th Street Gate only, and you must park out in the Vendor Parking Area which is located to the East of the Livestock Barns.  You may drive to your food stand only to unload or load and this must be done one hour prior to the gates opening to the public.  Do not park in fire lanes and do not drive your vehicle on the grounds during open Fair hours.

AUDITING PROCEDURES

CASH REGISTERS:

All Food Concessions are required to have cash registers.  All cash registers must be visible to the patron and have the following capabilities. 

1. Digital Sales Display – This must be visible to the customer at all times.

2. Time of Transaction

3. Consecutive Transaction Number

4. Continuous Grand Total

5. Consecutive “Z” number

6. Battery Backup System

TRANSACTION POLICIES:

1. No sales are to be transacted with an open cash drawer.

2. The Void Key is not to be used.  Over rings are to be highlighted on the Journal Tape and listed on the Over ring Sheet.  (Forms to be provided during event).

3. All registers must be “Z”d out prior to the opening of the Fair.  This “Z” tape will be conducted with the auditors present.

4. Registers are to be “Z”d out at the end of each day.

5. Journal tapes are to be turned in daily along with the Gross Sales Report and the Over Ring Report.  These forms are to be turned in no later than one hour before the Fair opens the next day.  All journal tapes will be returned to the concessionaires after review.

6. In case of cash register malfunction, the Fair Office is to be notified immediately for further action.

DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS:

First Offense - Verbal Warning

Second Offense - Immediate Termination of Contract and Removal of Food Stand from Fairgrounds.

HEALTH DEPARTMENT PERMITS:

Enclosed in you Food Concession Exhibitor Package will be the necessary applications, license requirements, and fee schedule for the Colusa Health Department.  Please complete this package and send directly to the Colusa Health Department.  If you have any questions regarding this application, please call the Colusa Health Department at 530-458-0302.

Please make sure that you include a copy of your Serve-safe Certification along with a copy of your resale license.

The Health Department Inspector will be visiting and inspecting all stands on Thursday, 

June 10, 2010 from 9:00 a.m. 10:00 p.m. or please make prior arrangements. 
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STAND PRESENTATION:

1. If the Concessionaire extends out of the allocated area allowed and is caught by Staff, at the discretion of the Manager there will be a fine of $350.00.  

2. All stands must be neat, clean and in good housekeeping around the stand.

3. A-frames or any other type of signage is not allowed on the curb or around the grounds to help direct traffic to your stand.

4. All trailers must have skirting.  Wheels must be covered.

5. Privacy Screening must enclose the back area of trailer so all product and equipment is out of sight of the public.

6. No banners higher than your roof sign boxes.

7. Only food can be sold.  No novelty or other merchandise.

8. No free samples to be handed out unless prior approval has been obtained from Fair Management.

9. No vocally promoting of products.

10. No consumption of alcohol beverages during fair hours.

11. No selling of glass bottles, cans or cups of ice.

12. No using PA systems or boom boxes.

13. SIGNAGE:  NO HANDWRITTEN SIGNS / PROFESSIONAL MENUS SIGNAGE ONLY!!!
