   General Rules

1.   All persons in the pit area must wear a PIT PASS WRIST BAND in full view.

2.   All riders must wear a COMPETITOR WRIST BAND in order to enter the track.

3.   All competitors must be 16 years of age or older.

4.   Competitors under 18 years of age must provide a parental signed release form.(See entry form)

5.   Riders pit crew MUST pay the PIT ENTRY FEE to secure the required pit wristband.

6.   Registered competitors are responsible for the actions of his/her pit crew. Negative actions exhibited

         by crewmembers shall be cause for rider disqualification as determined by the REFEREE.

7.   All riders and crew members must be checked in by 7:00 and entered motorcycles must PASS 
         tech inspection by 7:00.  
8.   Due to limited space in the pit area ‘Toy haulers’ and motor homes must be parked as directed or 

          parked outside the fenced Pit area.

9.   Only designated officials are allowed on the race track before, during and after scheduled events. 

           Competitors must be aware of their heat, semi, main assignments and be present at the designated

           track entry pre-grid area.

10.  ABSOLUTLY NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES OR OTHER REGULATED SUBSTANCES ARE 

        ALLOWED IN THE PIT AREA.  VIOLATORS WILL BE REMOVED FROM THE PREMISES.

11.  ALL RULEINGS/DECISIONS OF THE RACE REFEREE ARE FINAL.

12.  Equipment and rider requirements will be applied and enforced during tech inspection.

13.  If it doesn’t say  ‘you can’…‘you can’t‘.

14.  THIS EVENT IS NOT SANCTIONED BY AMA OR OTHER SANCTIONING BODY.

15.  NON claiming event. 

16.  Rain-out policy;  Rider entry fees returned via regular mail within 30 days of cancellation.

    Motorcycle Equipment Requirements;

1.  Maximum engine displacement for the program is 250 cc’s; two or four stroke.

2.  Class ‘C’ traction only. NO KNOBBIES.

3.  Operating rear brake is required; no front brakes are permitted.

4.  Folding rubber covered foot pegs mounted no lower than the lowest main frame member.

5.  Mufflers/silencers are required and must be in working order.

6.  A device that stops the engine must be functional and appropriately located.

7.  3 number plates with a minimum size of 7 1/8 inches high and 10 1/4 inches wide must be securely

          mounted. Any required number changes will be determined by earliest entry.

8.  No kickstands.

9.  IN GENERAL, YOUR MOTORCYCLE MUST BE PRESENTED IN SHORT TRACK ‘TRIM’.

    Rider Equipment Requirements;

1.  Conforming full-face helmets in good condition. Goggles must be used when an integral face shield is 

          not part of the helmet.

2.  Leathers or similar protective garments must be presented at tech inspection. NO JEANS, SWEAT-

         SHIRTS OR THE LIKE WILL BE PERMITTED ON THE TRACK.

3.  Minimum 8 inch high laced or buckled boots are required. Steel skid shoe is recommended.

4.  IN GENERAL, THE RIDER IS RESPONSIBLE FOR THE TYPE, CONDITION AND DEGREE OF  

      PROTECTION PROVIDED BY HIS/HER RACING GEAR.
