Pits open @ 3:30 pm.

        Event schedule*

   1.   5:00 pm - Pits open; check-in desk opens.  Tech inspection opens.

    2.  6:00 pm - Track opens for practice. 

    3.  6:30 pm - Pit gates close.

    4.  6:45 pm - Check-in desk closed. Tech inspection closed.

    5.  7:00 pm - Practice closes.

    6.  7:15 pm - Mandatory riders meeting @ tech. inspection area. Announcement of final program and

                          awards.

    7.  7:30 pm - Racing begins; balance of racing events are subject to rider turn-out*.(see below)

    8.  Completion of heat races. Semi mains begin.

    9.  Completion of semi mains. Main events begin.

  10.  Awards ceremony at conclusion of each Main event.

  11.  9:30 - 10:00pm - Stadium lights out!!

      *  Be advised that the event promoter may insert special events including time trials, trophy dash and/or

          consolation main event.

         Race rules;
   1.  All heats will be limited to 6 or 7 riders all starting on front line. Riders draw for starting positions. 

   2.  * Trophy dash- if included, will be the 4 fastest heat winners from timed heats.

   3.  Semi-mains -  from heat finishing order to be determined. Riders may draw for starting positions.

   4.  Main event(s)- from semi-main finishing order to be determined.

   5.  Race stoppage with first lap not completed, all riders return to original starting positions. 

   6.  Race stoppage with completed lap(s) will restart in single file according to race position.

   7.  Riders who “stay down‘ to secure a race stoppage will not be allowed to restart.

   8.  No passing at location of yellow flags.

   9.  Rider(s) determined by the referee to be the cause of a race stoppage, will restart at the rear of a single 

           line restart.

 10.  Awards- Trophies awarded @ end of Main Events; Cash awards sent via regular mail 30 days 

                       after event.

          Program example;(Final program subject to rider turn-out)

              This event will feature a progressive racing program. Separate classes will not be run.

                Say 36 riders check-in and clear tech. inspection, the program might look as follows;

                      ( Events shown in parenthesis are possible insertions by race director)

     6 heats-8 laps 6 riders - 1 direct transfer to Main; 2 and 3  finishers transfer to semi-mains.

     Trophy dash; four fastest from time trials, 4 lap dash.

     2 semi-main events-10 laps 6 riders-1 and 2 finishers transfer to ‘A’ Main

     (Consolation main event; third place finisher from heats.)

    ‘B’ (Four stroke) Main - 12 laps - 6 riders; trophies and cash to first and second places.

    ‘A’ (Two stroke) Main - 12 laps - 6 riders; trophies and cash to first, second and third places

     Awards ceremony follows each Main event. Cash awards follow in regular mail as noted above.
